We hope that you had a lovely weekend with friends and family that you may not have seen for a while. It has been very difficult for some not seeing friends and relatives but if we all stick to the guidance we should hopefully see one another very soon.  





As we are now in June and we are in Phase 1 there have been some changes to the guidance for schools. Schools are not yet open to all staff, this will not happen until 15th June, when staff will be able to access Clepington again to ensure we have the school ready for the return of the children in August. Staff continue to work in the hub to support the children of key workers. 





We am sure that you have so many questions as we approach the summer holidays so I will try to let you know as much as I can at this stage and then I will be in touch again once I know more.





We hope that this is helpful in the meantime. 





New P1 information


Miss Riggs will be in touch to share our transition information and invite you in to see the classroom and meet key staff if you wish, this will possibly be in the last week of term and will be by invitation only. The Primary 1 teachers are already excited to be organising the play based learning for our new starts and we cannot wait to welcome them. 





P7 information


We will post transition information from Morgan on our school app, Twitter and some small groups may be invited to visit Morgan in June. However, August will also allow for transition visits. We will invite the children back when it is safe to do so as a group to celebrate their time at Clepington.





Who will my child’s teacher be next session?


Once we know our staffing we will write out to you about your child’s teacher and also where you child will line up in August. We will also allocate a key person for you to contact if you have any concerns. There will hopefully be playground markers to make lining up fun and welcoming but still ensuring 2m distancing.





Will the school ensure the safety of my child?


At present we are working on a plan to ensure the safety of all children and staff following government and authority guidance. The classroom environment and room use may have to look a little different. We will be in touch with photos of room layouts once we can access the building. 2m distancing will be in place, however, we will ensure that this is done in such a way as to still make the school welcoming. 


Staff will make use of PPE when necessary, but we will not be wearing masks in class and the focus for all will be on regular handwashing.





How often will my child be in school?


At the moment we are still working on this and we will let you know further information as soon as we have it. Due to the size of our school and its layout, not all children will be in school full time from August. To ensure 2m distancing class sizes and time in school will be reduced and there will be a model of some time in school and some home learning over the course of 2 or 3 weeks. The model will be discussed and agreed with the Parent Council. 
































School timings and arrangements, what will the school day look like?


Once we have further information we will sent this out to you. We aim to send photos and a timetable of the day once everything is agreed. We will also ensure that everyone is aware of the break and lunch arrangements and info regarding access to the school for parents and children.





Will family groupings attends school on the same day?


Family households will attend school on the same day, however, we cannot accommodate this to include extended family, eg. cousins etc. 





Out of School Care Provision


At present the school will be open in August from 9.00am – 3.15pm. Once we have further information about After School Care Clubs we will get this to you.





School dates


All families will be sent information about start dates for their child and this will advise you of the days and times for the school days allocated for your children. 


Monday 10th August 2020 is an INSET day and no children will attend. 


Tuesday 11th August 2020 – some children will attend and you will receive further information about the individual dates for your children. 


Term 4 will end on Friday 26th June and there will be no further online learning set until the beginning of the new session in August.





If you have any further questions, please do not hesitate to email me at the school. I may not be able to provide an answer straight away as we are receiving guidance regularly and this may change with each phase of the lockdown. I will however hope to collate your questions and put these in a summary Q&A for you. 





Staff are all very excited to get back into our own building to get it ready for the children. Mrs Brownlee will be in touch to get your feedback about how things are currently with the online learning and this will support any changes required going forward for August. 





We do not wish to rush our plans. We want to get this right for your children and you as a family as we know how daunting this is for some. Home learning can be difficult and please only continue to do what is right for you as a family.
